Discussing Stories with Your Children
The following suggestions for discussing stories with your children come from Family Involvement Activities, Harcourt Brace reading series.  
Talk about it!  Talk about the book before you read by having your child predict what the book might be about.  As you are reading, pause at a dramatic part and ask your child to guess what will happen next.  Talk about the book after you read by encouraging our child to think about how the book relates to his or her life.  Some examples of good questions are:
Which story did you like best?
If this happened in our family, what do you think would happen?
How did the story event make you feel?
What would you have done if you were -----?
Who in the story did you like best?
Does this character remind you of anyone we know?  Why?
What do you think happened after the story ended?
