Echo Reading

Have you tried “Echo Reading” with your child?  It’s a very simple and effective way to help your child increase his or her sight vocabulary and reading fluency.  “Echo Reading” or the neurological impress method was explained by R.G. Heckleman in 1966.
Sit next to your child and hold the book between you.  Explain to your child that you are going to read and he or she is to read along with you, echoing your voice.  As you begin to read, make sure you point to each word as it is pronounced.  This is extremely important – your child should be looking at the word as he or she is pronouncing it.
Begin with books that are easy for your child and at a pace slightly slower than you would normally read so that your child can keep up without difficulty.  After working with your child for a few sessions, you may increase the level of the book.  Hecklemen suggest spending from five to fifteen minutes at a setting.
This method has been so successful and so easy to use that it is often overlooked as a method of teaching reading.
