KITES SCIENCE PROGRAM
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The KITES program offers students the opportunity to explore science concepts through hands-on investigations in small, cooperative group settings. Children use materials provided in each kit to hypothesize, observe, experiment, and discuss scientific ideas. The three kits we will use this year are Structures of Life, Water, and Sound.


Our year begins with the Structures of Life kit. Our first activity will involve looking at different seeds and watching how they change and grow into plants. Later in the unit, we will bring crayfish into the classroom to study. Students will make habitats for them and observe their behavior.
