MATHEMATICS
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The mathematics curriculum for third grade was developed to address the grade level expectations as outlined in the National Council of Teachers of Mathematics (NCTM) standards and in the New England Common Assessment Plan (NECAP). We use various resources to teach to the grade level expectations, including the Everyday Mathematics series. The major areas that are covered in third grade and built upon each year include number sense and operations, geometry and measurement, functions and algebra, data, statistics, and probability, and problem solving that shows reasoning and proof, communication, representation, and connections.


Our year begins with a focus on number sense and operations. For third grade this will include addition and subtraction facts, estimation, money, multi-digit addition and subtraction, and place value. As we study and learn these skills, students will practice applying them to problem-solving situations.
